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Terms of Reference for Sharing Practice Group

 Facilitate networking opportunities.

 Identify and share examples of good practice (local & national)

 Promote and facilitate effective partnership working between health and local authorities 
in the development of respite services.

 Provide information and feedback on current national and local issues which impact on 
the development of respite services.

 Identify and discuss key issues in relation to the definition, the ongoing development and 
design of respite services and where appropriate examine potential solutions.

 Consider relevant legislation examining its application and impact on services.

 Provide via Shared Care Scotland an additional channel of communication with policy 
makers and legislators.
